The following Individual Kata Categories will compete simultaneously—both athletes in the ring: Aka, and Au.
From 4 years old and onward:
Beginner, Novice, Intermediate, and Advanced 8-9, and 10-11.

For the Advanced categories beginning at age 12-13 and up, including 21-34 and Master, athletes will perform Kata individually. All
Kata Categories decisions will be made using the flag system with 5 or 3 judges. Competitors will have to change their Kata as they
advanced in each round (no repeat Kata) for these categories.

Kumite Competition for all categories and divisions from 4 years to 10-11 (Beginner, Novice, Intermediate, Advanced the duration of
each combat will be 1:30 minutes.

The categories and divisions 12-13,14-15, 16-17 and the Advanced Masters will have fight duration of 2 minutes.

Categories 18-20, 21-34 will have duration of 3 minutes. In the event of a tie, Hantei will decide the winner. Rings will run with A) 4
judges and 1 referee or in some cases B) 2 judges and 1 referee. In the scenario of option B) Center referee has equal vote to
one judge to award points.
